How to install


Unzip the cs_ask.mrc any where in to your Mirc directory 


In your Mirc client type “//load –rs c:\mirc\path\to\the\file\cs_ask.mrc”


Or you can type “//load –rs $findfile($mircdir,cs_ask.mrc,1)”


That’s all your done
How to use


After installing right click in any channel that you are at least an op.


A dialog will pop up from there.


Chose a channel with the scrollbar at the bottom and hit the “re list” button


Wait a second or two and the text boxes in the dialog box will fill with who has what rank.


You are now ready to edit Chanserv access.


You can chose another channel and hit “re list” again to edit another channel


The row of “add” buttons will prompt you for a user name to add to the list it is under.


The “remove” buttons will remove the person you have highlighted in that group from that group.

What ranks are


VOP 

This is the lowest

It means that a user will automatically get a +v when they join a channel 


HOP



This is right under an op



A user with this rank can kick ban voiced and regular users

AOP



This is the under op position



A user with this rank can kick ban all below them as well as set topics channel limits


SOP



This is the higher op. 



They can kick ban the lesser ops

Founder


This is the highest position a user can have in a channel 


This person can kick ban all users as well as set every option in the channel and is normally the only person who can link the channel to another channel 


NOTE: Some networks refer to this person as owner

Note about ranks: Some options and abilities will depend on the channel’s security settings and the network the channel is on.
